Dear Parent or Guardian,

Southeast School will be participating in TV-Turnoff Week April 21-28, 2008. The
week is a nationwide event sponsored by the TV-Turnoff Network and celebrated by schools,
families, and other civic and community groups each year. During TV-Turnoff Week, millions of
children and adults pledge to spend seven screen-free days. Instead of watching TV or playing
computer games, children will have an opportunlty to read exercise, work in thelr communities,
or spend time with family and friends.

Studies show that children who watch less TV are more likely to read well and to be
physically fit. Turning off the TV also allows for more family time. In the course of a year,
American children spend more time in front of the television than in school. We think that TV-
Turnoff Week 2008 is a great way to jump-start our kids into more reading, learning, and active
play. It's also a lot of fun!

During April 21-28, we would like to ask for your support in our efforts. Many families
choose to join their children by keeping the TV turned off all week long. We think this kind of
support is the best thing you can do to ensure that your child will have a successful and beneficial
experience. Families will also be able to take advantage of special opportunities provided by
participating local businesses during this week. More information will follow.

Southeast students will have the chance to enter a poster contest. The theme for the
posters is "What I do When I'm Not Watching TV." Posters may be of any size and will be
judged on their creativity and message. The posters are due Aprll 8™ and will be judged during
that week.

There will also be multiple activities occurring during TV-Turnoff Week for families and
students to attend, offering an alternative to watching television. These activities include a Story
Night held on Tuesday, April 22 at the Buchanan Mansfield Public Library as well as a Disney
Dance Luau hosted by the P.T.O. on Friday, April 25. To encourage attendance, raffles will be
held at both events to offer rewards for those participating. More information about these events,
including times and locations will be sent home prior to TV-Turnoff Week.

Southeast School will also be holding a Talent Show to support families who decide to
commit to turning off their TV for a week. The Talent Show will be held on Wednesday April
23" from 6:30-7:30pm in the school all-purpose room. Past performances have included karate
demonstrations, dance routines, and magic tricks. Southeast students are welcome to perform
with siblings, parents, and friends.

TV-Turnoff Week has the support of dozens of major national organizations including
the American Academy of Pediatrics, National Education Association, and Reading is
Fundamental.
